In 2012 Bubbles Partner/Co-Owner Tyler Slaughter was at a 
small airport as Nick Saban walked from a private jet into the 
lobby. Alabama had just won back-to-back NCAA Championships, 
and Coach Saban was on the road recruiting.

Tyler, a huge Bama fan, asked and got a picture while wishing
Coach Saban good luck with a “Roll-Tide” goodbye.

Since entering this business in 2022, I’ve described Tyler as the 
Nick Saban of Car Wash Operators for several reasons.

Most notably his …

• disciplined work ethic
• daily effort to improve as a leader, husband, and father
• developing a work culture to control what he and his teams
can control

Recently, Tyler posted this picture on his Talk Car Wash FB Site. 
I asked him about it. Below is my big takeaway.

Bill: How has Nick Saban’s “process” of daily improvement 
which has brought unequaled success in college football affected 
you?

Tyler: Really just 4 words. 
• Hard Work – no big secret, but in a team environment, hard 
work beats talent when talent doesn’t work hard
• Brutal Honesty – all progress starts with the truth, accessing 
where you are so you can take action to improve
• Process – Saban says every play on the field is a game within 
itself. Same is true for us, we need to deliver the best experi-
ence for every single car wash.
• Consistency – Discipline is required continued grow for you
and your teams.

These four will take you far in life 
if you lean on them and become a 
student of the mistakes you 
make. Those are my learning 
lessons from Coach Saban.
